Mr Mangiameli (Major of Municipality of Ciminà) developed a Project for the biomass 
collection and utilisation in his municipality. He did some political comments in order to 
increase the efficiency of energetic sector. His presentation was oral. 

 
The invitation letter and leaflet was sent to all Majors who participated to the energetic 
data collection (29 Municipalities on a total of 39 answered to the questionnaire) and to 
several professional and political figures of the area. 
 
The seminar started a bit later due to the late arrival of participants and speakers.  
 
The total number of participants was inferior to the expected one. Even if the event was 
advertised in an accurate way, the adhesion of people was limited. This fact can be 
caused by two different aspect: 

·  The inclination of citizens and Public employees to RE actions is somehow still 
limited. Even if we collected information about several RE initiatives in this area, the 
attitude of persons to sustainable matters is not sufficient; 

·  The seminar in Palazzo Nieddu was one of the first event of re-qualification after the 
homicide of Fortugno (2005), a political person who fight against illegal activities. 
The homicide was made in Palazzo Nieddu and from that moment several public 
events were stopped. No other seminar, workshop, or other activities were held in 
Palazzo Nieddu. Maybe this fact influenced the possible participants, too. 

 
After the end of the presentations a very interesting round table started between 
participants. 
Some other Majors started to talk about cooperation between different Municipalities. 
Partnership is a tool that we try to suggest strongly during the work of the next year. 
The data collection we developed for the energy vision was considered very interesting by 
all participants and new project about data collection on territory could start soon. 
The future of Municipal Solid Waste treatment (MSW) was a very interesting argument, 
too. Some participants declared that the situation about MSW is very serious in the region 
and new concrete investment would be necessary to harmonize the work between every 
Municipality. During last ten years MSW are managed by a technical committee formed by 
National Government. This fact was due to some illegal behaviours that were present on 
the interested area. The technical committee formed by National Government doesn’t 
seem interested in the development of this economic sector.
